Go for layers
In the films you see the heavy
sweater but what you don’t see is
what it covers.

What to bring while travelling
WheN you’re abroad, what’s
in your pocket can land you in
trouble. Check out these tips
about carrying ID, money and
medicines.

Passport
In some countries you must
carry a valid passport. In
many others you don’t need to
carry any form of ID although
it’s handy to have something
that’s got your picture and
name on it – like your driver’s
license.
Ask what the rules are
before you go. If possible,
leave your passport in the
hotel safe and carry a colour
photocopy of your passport
and visa page.

Medicine
In theory, you can check at

the embassy of your destina-
tion country. however, to be
totally safe, ask, and then get a
letter from your doctor and

have it translated and stamped
at the embassy before you go.
Always carry all medicines in
their respective official
packaging.

Money and Cards
Never carry so much cash
that you become a mark for
muggers.
Check out what credit card
charges are like for interna-
tional transactions. If they’re
reasonable, use it and then top
up online from your account
when necessary.
If they’re unreasonable, take
out small amounts of cash by
ATM and divide it between
everyone in your party. Then,
if you’re pickpocketed, you
won’t lose it all.
Also, before your trip, photo-
copy the front of your cards
and leave the paper in your
hotel safe. If you’re robbed,
you have all the details you
need to report them stolen.
